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Mobilizing for Ministry 

Man in 3 Dimensions
1 Thessalonians 5:23-24
Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your -whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. 24 He who calls you is faithful, who also will do it. NKJV
As we mobilize for ministry we must take inventory of our assets from God. After checking we will discover that the body of Christ has more knowledge about God the Father, Jesus Christ the Son, than it does about the Holy Spirit. Since man is a spirit, it is clear that we must develop our understanding of the spirit of man before we can effectively expand the Kingdom of God!
In the beginning God made man, both male and female. God made them in His own image (Genesis 1:26, 27). Since God is Spirit (John 4:24), that means man is a spirit.
Our foundation Scripture tells us that man is a tripartite being - spirit, soul, and body. Mankind (male and female) is a spirit; has a soul, and lives in a physical body. The purpose of this lesson is to help us see how we can develop our human spirit to walk victoriously in the will of God for our lives!
How does our spirit work?
I used to thing that God gave Adam a job in the Garden of Eden - cultivating and keeping it (Genesis 2:15). Later I realized that God actually gave Adam work, because every aspect of our lives develops by working it!
Feed your spirit!
Our spirits are the same way. In order to develop our spirit we have to feed it and work it. What do we feed it? This is a two-step process. First we read the word of God to know what it says. Secondly, we study (2 Timothy 2:15) and meditate in the word of God to get understanding of what it means. As we meditate God reveals to us how that word applies to specific situations in our lives!
Work your spirit!
We work our spirit by being a doer of the word of God (James 1:21 - 25). Faith comes by hearing but faith develops by doing the word! When we do what the word of God says, we can expect to get

the results God promises in that word. When you did what the word said about salvation, didn't you get saved? Well, when we do what the word says about healing, we can expect to be healed. When we do what the word says about prosperity, we can expect to prosper and increase. When we do the work, we see how to get the results! Hallelujah!

Summary
1.   Put the word first place in your life (Proverbs 4:20 - 24).
2.   Be a doer of the word (James 1:21 - 25).
3.   Meditate in the word (Joshua 1:8, Psalm 1:1-3, 1 Timothy 4:17).
4.   Instantly obey the voice of your spirit (Isaiah 1:18)!
As you work these four steps your spirit will develop and become strong. God will then lead you by His Spirit in your human spirit. Spiritual things will ascend to the top position in your thought life, your speech, and your actions. You will know the will of God, for the Holy Spirit will guide you into all truth and He will show you things to come in your life before they happen (John 16:13)! You will be an over comer and have good success in every aspect of your life! Hallelujah! To God be the Glory for all the good things He has done for us in Christ Jesus!
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
